In 2008 the United Methodist Church made some changes to the Discipline, especially the services for Be
tism and Reception of New Members. At that time the Council of Bishops set some priorities for the church.
am greatly appreciative of how the two have dovetailed together.

The Discipline added the words "and witness" to the vows we take at Baptism and reception into the loc
church. The new language reads:

"we renew our covenant faithfully to participate in the ministries of the Church by our prayers, our presenc
our gifts, our service and our witness"

The Bishops established the four focus areas for the coming Quadrennium (the four years from 2008 Gene
Conference to the 2012 General Conference). The four foci are:

1. Developing principled Christian leaders for the church and the worldThe church must re-

cruit young people for ministry and provide them with the skills necessary to be effective in this nev
time of opportunity. That includes women and people of color the world over. Similarly, we must of-
fer leadership training for lay people who are in ministry in countless ways.

2. Creating new places for new people by starting new congregations and renewing existing
ones.If we are to remain faithful to our commitment to transform the world, we will reach out with
genuine hospitality to people wherever they are. We will make them feel welcome as we start ne
faith communities, seek to renew existing ones and inspire faithful discipleship.

3. Engaging in ministry with the poor. As an expression of our discipleship, United Methodists
seek to alleviate conditions that undermine quality of life and limit the opportunity to flourish as we
believe God intends for all. As with John Wesley, we seek to change conditions that are unjust, aliel
ating and disempowering. We engage in ministry with the poor, and in this, we especially want t
reach out to and protect children.

4.  Stamping out killer diseases by improving health globallyConditions of poverty cause ill-
ness and death. The lack of access to doctors, nurses, medications and appropriate facilities is dea
especially among those who live in conditions of poverty. But the diseases of poverty are not inevit
ble. We believe the people of The United Methodist Church can play a significant role in educatin
others about diseases such as HIV/AIDS and malaria, and treating and preventing their devastati
effects.

"Everyone choosing to participate in this conversation has come to believe we are doing nothing short of &
swering the questions for our time: What is the United Methodist vision for living Wesley's pririciples

ing no harm, doing good and loving God? And how does that vision enable us to fulfill the church's missio
to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world?

The growing belief is that these areas of focus provide that answer."

During 2010, | have taken particular interest in Focus Area 1: "Developing
principled Christian leaders for the church and the world." In 2010 your Lay Leaders, Kathy Sue Phillips
and Brad Jones, and | will be convenanting with one another and three other persons in the congregation:
enhance our own call to discipleship, that we may be able to best Vision and Disciple new leaders at Sant
Maria St. Andrew United Methodist Church.

Our committees will also undergo training, as well as getting clear Job Descriptions. Our staff will be re-
viewing their Job Descriptions with the Staff Parish Relations Committee, and preparing them in better ac-
cord with the expectations of the SPRC and Congregation, as well as the Employees themselves.

Please be in prayer with us, to develop and identify new leaders, enhance the ability of our existing leaders
and to bring new people to the church, that we might "Make Disciples of Jesus Christ for the Transforma-
tion of the World" according to the Mission Statement of the United Methodist Church, of the people who

are already participating in Santa Maria St. Andrew United Methodist Church, and the communities we
serve.
