The amount of literature out there these days on leadership is quite remarkable. Most of it describes what | gifteld lesltlershipBy this,
| mean the qualities that very gifted leaders often possé#lsisgs that may appear to bring quick or temporary change. Géfdei@rship is not
necessarilgood leadershipThe church is full of exceptionally gifted leaderdoth clergy and lay. Only a handful are actually good leaders.

The thing is, one does not even need to be particularly gifted in order to lead well and evoke meaningful change irrggatiocorgod pro-
vides for the congregation as a whole (no matter how small) to have all the necessary gifts for a vital and important h@rgsis no reason
to think that the (clergy) leader must have these gifts.

Good leadership is three things, held in an equitable and delicate balegletipaship Since this relationship is very similar to the holy trin-
ity, I have named it "the leadership trinity."

Good leadership iseltdefined, emotionally intelligemndmeaningfully connectedood leaders can easily define what they think and believ:
But selfdefinition is not the same as rigidity in those beliefihey are still flexible. Good leaders also are aware oftamel into, their emo-
tions. They know which ones are being triggered in any given situation *cough* board meeting. They are also meaningftidg tonhe
people in their congregation particularly those who disagree with them. They will visit them, take them for coffee, realmnsi andisten

to their point of view and try to understand where they're coming form.

Leaders run into trouble when they possess or emphasize only one or two of these qualities, and not the third. Farlgzstaneéo is self
defined and emotionally intelligent may be arrogant at best and a complete jackass at worst. If she were meaningfdty-ederpbt lis-
tening, understanding, empathizinghe would be a good leader and not a donkeleader who is emotionally intelligent andeamingfully
connected is a heck of a nice guy. Probably everyone loves him. But if he cannot define-himasetfo opinion on any issuesither conflict
will ensue in the congregation, or else the congregation will remain stagnant and not move forward. Leaders wiuetinedsatid well con-
nected but not emotionally intelligent will get "hijacked" by their emotional responses when the situation heats upltAsheyesill tend to
shy away from such "heat" and either become cordlictiders or spend their whole time putting out fires, when the path thtbedine might
be the only way for the congregation to journey forward.

Faith by example

Growing up with my father, | learned to equate strength with gentleness, personal responsibility with hard work and otiréng. fo

Burdens could be placed his way. Just not limits.

He was valedictorian of his high school class, but he had to pass up college to go to work to support his family. iAdteveesgas in
World War II, he swept floors in a screen printing shop. He would work his way up to buy the small company, but nevksstepp®y floors or
treating every job in the place with equal dignity.

When people cheated him, taking work and not paying for it, he would not seek conflict. It was enough for him to daétasyibt that
experience, and never do business with that individual or company again. He never criticized those who were prejudideldngeer utter a preju-
diced remark.

What he did do for most of my childhood, a time of hot summers and race riots in New Haven, Conn., was deliver fooeddgiththae
poorest neighborhoods of the city as part of an ecumenical Christian group. WHhecdawe housing was proposed for the endwf street, he re-
fused to join neighbors in protest.

He would never strike me, nor anyone else. He stood at the back of the church each week, serving as an usher. Yetabuméavit
would be a more faithful attender. When bad weather closed the roads, we would walk up and down a steep hill throufjs sod¥odniss a Sun-
day service. In hard times, he worked even harder to support us and keep his employees working.

There was a physical and emotional price to be paid. It shocked and worried me the few days he would ever admitdi tbemorksiln
accord with the values of the time, particularly in a tighit, first-and secondjeneration immigrant neighborhood, no one ldoeven admit my
mother was an alcoholic, or use the term alcoholism.

| learned to be a man who defined himself by how he lived up to his responsibility to others. Admitting weakness wasf io¢ plzal.
You accept obstacles and overcome them. You keep youtdedreargo yourself.

Letting God in

The first time | saw my father cry was just before Christmas. He was home from the hospital, and knew, in additioke,the stas in
advanced stages of lung cancer.

We were in the driveway outside his house when | gave him my gift, a letter | wrote trying to describe how much he necart tbem
world. As | handed him the letter, I told him | loved him, something else we understood instinctively but almost newttaaid When he finished
reading, tears streamed down his face.

For the first time in his life, he was physically unable to be the caretaker. He was free to receive grace from ottesfedi®m be him-
self, a vulnerable human being face to face with his own mortality.

At the time, | could not see the significance of this breakthrough because | was trying to be strong for him. | hadakavednbapar-
ent6s house, and was trying to balance the demands odndspendingasmucho b
time as possible with my father. At this level of stress, the horrific scene of my father being attacked only couldiimivey &ffect.

If | opened my eyes, as he was doing, | too, could have seen the face of Christ in all people all around us.

Two old friends who had run companies stepped in with financial and-oarglgoport to keep the printing company going. Allogstau-
rant donated banquet space for his birthday party, which brought together more than 100 friends and neighbors. hinoaitllits wheelchair up
the steps of a church tat after his death would build a beautiful permanent handicapped ramp.

My father would shed many more tears in the months leading up to his death as we were able to say words of meaminthtr tmet had al-
ways been in our hearts.
